RESPONDENTS’ MOTION TO CONSOLIDATE

Respondents, Client Client 1 and Client Client 2 (collectively “Respondents”), by and through undersigned pro bono counsel Attorney Name, respectfully move for a consolidation of their proceedings.  In support of this Motion, Respondents state the following:

1. Respondents are a husband and wife who are citizens and nationals of Mexico and presented themselves on or about DATE at or near the Ysidro, California port of entry together to request asylum.  (See Tabs A-G, Family Unity Identity Documents.)
2. After presenting themselves at the port of entry, the Department of Homeland Security (“DHS”) subsequently separated the Respondents and sent them to different detention centers across the United States.
3. Upon their release from detention, both Respondents relocated to Chicago, Illinois.  They were both placed in removal proceedings before the Chicago, Illinois Immigration Court, but before different judges. (See  Tabs N-S, Respondents’ Paroled Status.)
4. Both Respondents are seeking asylum based on an incident in which they witnessed a murder committed by a criminal organization and were subsequently threatened by that organization.  

5. As such, Respondents’ applications for asylum will rest on the same body of facts.  Nearly identical evidence and supporting documentation will be submitted on behalf of Respondents.  The same witnesses will also testify in Respondents’ cases.
6. Undersigned counsel is representing both Respondents.

7. Given the similarity of the facts in these cases, consolidation will allow for judicial efficiency.

8. Consolidation will also minimize the impact that these proceedings will have on Respondents’ children, who may testify in support of their parents’ cases.  
9. This motion is not filed for the purpose of causing delay in the adjudication of these cases. Granting this motion will not prejudice the Court or Office of Chief Counsel.
10. Respondents’ respectfully request their hearings be consolidated for November 9, 2016 before Judge Vinikoor or whichever scheduled hearing date the Court assigns. 
WHEREFORE, Respondents request this Court grant their Motion to Consolidate and allow them the opportunity to apply for Asylum, Withholding of Removal, and relief under the Convention Against Torture.
